Deschutes River Equipment List
For Wading -You’ll need to bring your waders and boots. We wear studded boots alot on the Deschutes but felt bottom boots will work just fine. During most of July and August you’ll need wet wading socks and river shorts in place of your waders. You may also want to bring a wading staff.
For Protection - Clothing – In your provided dry bag on the boat you should always stuff in a waterproof shell and an extra layer for warmth (top & bottom) just in case of a change in the weather. Water temperatures vary from 45 – 60 degrees throughout the season. It’s not a bad idea to carry an extra set of clothes to wear under your waders in case of an unexpected dip! Don’t forget the good sunglasses and hat with visor. Sun block on those hot days sure helps too. You’re welcome to bring your own day bag if you wish to keep with you on the boat all day but all large dry bags for camp go down the river with our bagger on overnight trips.
For Fishing -
Rods, reels, flies, leaders, tippet, strike indicators and split shot are provided at no extra charge on each trip. 

You may want to bring your own, so here’s what we recommend:

Rods – For Trout dry fly and nymphing - 5 weights 9’ – 9’6”


For traditional Steelhead swinging and nymphing - 7-8 weights 9’6” – 10’


For Spey and Switch swinging and nymphing – 7-8 weights 10’ – 13’6”

Reels – To match rod

Line – Floating line on all. Sink tips OK on swinging steelhead setups.
Trout Flies – (Dry flies in sizes 16 – 18) – Variety of caddis including elk hair and X-


caddis, variety of duns including PMD’s, PED’s, and mahogany.

Trout Flies – (Nymphs in sizes 16 for droppers and 2-10 for lead fly) Droppers include all 

beaded - hares ear, pheasant tail, lightning bug, prince, copper johns in 


copper – red – green, rock worms and emergers. Lead nymphs include all 


beaded or double beaded - salmon flies, stone flies, hares ears and 



pheasant tails.
For camp –
You’ll want comfortable clothes, warm jacket, tennis shoes or hiking boots, a good head lamp, personal items, good sleeping bag and a small pillow. Each guest gets a large dry bag transported downriver by our bagger for the trip. Guests provide their own alcoholic beverages. Some of your personal beverages can be stocked on the boat during each day, but most will be in camp and transported downriver by our bagger. 
We provide a comfortable cot, thermarest pad and large “walk in” North Face tents (2pp per tent). Our kitchen includes hand wash set up, plenty of seating at tables; outfitter “wings” (canopies) over the kitchen and dining area and most importantly a dinner menu that we’re sure will please you and plenty of it. Unlimited coffee and a hot breakfast each morning gets the days started right. We carry “director” chairs with us all day so we can sit comfortably at lunch and transport extra chairs for dining and changing in and out of your waders at your tent. There are BLM maintained outhouses in all camps. We want to make your trip as comfortable as possible. Don’t hesitate to ask if there is anything we do to accommodate you in any special way.
